Sgt. of Arms Robinson called the group to attention to pay honor to the United States Flag.  All present were then asked to remove their hats for a moment of silence for those Missing-in-Action, those Killed-in-Action, and all other service members deployed in Iraq, Afghanistan, and around the world.

Chairman Schuhmacher called the meeting to order at 0915 hrs.  Roll was called: 46 members present, 8 members were absent and 7 members were excused absences - there was a quorum. SECRETARY/TREASURER'S REPORT:

In addition, we have $500.00 in two unprocessed trust withdrawals awaiting approval from the Warden.
